She has been active in her unionj I forget just
which one it is .a@d She hoped to get one of the Rusking¥ scholarships
this year in Workers' Education. She was appointed as an alternate
but since she is not going to Ruskin I suppose the first candidate
was accepted. I have sent her your name and told her I was sure you
would like to look her up.

Here at West Park, Helen and I have had an extremely busy
summer trying to get this house in order once more for family living.
My efforts to sell Aberdeen have not been successful as yet, but I
fesel I have made some progress in getting a more accurate valuation
of the property and some expert advice from an appraiser in New York,,
as to how it should be handled for sale. He advised a five-way divi-
sion with different parts wvalued at different prices. It seems possi-
ble I shall be able to sell the dock house with a couple of acres of
land fairly soon to a young couple in Highland. I expect to hear from
them in a few days, fhey seem to want the place.

As for myself, my Fall plans are extremely vague. I must
get back to Washington to settle the fate of the National Committee
and see whether or not those labor men intend to do anything further
about the Bill.

In the mean time I am trying to keep
up with immediate work in this house as I am cook and housekeeper for
the present and make as many contacts as I can in connection with
Aberdeemn.

It seems really a tailor-
made Jjob suited to her training and experience and her letters are
very enthusiastie about the work itself and the people on the staff.
You probably have heard that her father died two weeks ago. They
